Uniform

The boys’ uniform consists of a royal blue Boys’
Brigade formal shirt, Boys’ Brigade Seniors Tie,
plain dark trousers, Boys’ Brigade Belt, dark school
shoes and two large navy blue armbands worn on
the arms with company name tape (this will be
supplied) and badges as awarded.

pay an Registration Fee, currently £12.50 per boy. The-
se fees cover our membership and insurance with the
Boys’ Brigade (Local & National).

A subscription of £1.50 is taken each week. This money

stays within the Company to enable us to continue our

work with the Boys. The money also helps to subsidise
various events throughout the year.
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Section Meetings

The boys and officers of 2nd Cambusnethan Com-
pany & Senior Sections meet on Friday nights from
7pm until 9:30pm in the halls of Wishaw Cambusnethan
North Parish Church on Cambusnethan Street. There is a tuck
shop open to the Boys during the night.

In the interests of safety we would recommend that all boys
should be dropped off at the Church and collected from the
Church at the end of the night.

Section Night Activities

During the evening all boys take part in a variety of activities
from games to badge/award work (see below), to competi-
tion work. Each Boy should therefore bring with them a PT
kit to change into for their games and sports sessions.

Throughout the four years in the Senior Section the boys will
be able (if necessary) to continue their work with the Discov-
er Award Programme and the Seniors will also work on the
Challenge Plus programme. This programme involves the
boys working in a variety of projects and challenges. Each of
the tasks has a points value which is awarded on successful
completion. Upon gaining enough points over a year then
one of three badges may be awarded, Bronze, Silver or Gold.

In addition to the above, boys may also be given the
opportunity to work towards advanced awards: the Presi-
dent’s Badge available from the age of
15 years assuming that all pre-requisite
conditions have been met and then
followed by the opportunity to work for
the highest award in the Boys’ Brigade,
The Queen’s Badge.
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Church Attendance

A vital part of the Boys’ Brigade work centers around
the spiritual life of the boys. We expect that each boy attends
a Church based activity on a regular basis.

Cambusnethan North Church has Sunday services from 11am,
parents, family, friends and members of the company are
welcome to attend.

Attendance at the BB Discovery Group, which is held in the
Church hall at 6.30pm on Sunday Evenings is actively encour-
aged, as this brings together the Junior Section, Company
Section, Seniors and Officers in a fun informal Christian based
time of praise and worship.

In addition to Sunday worship attendance, we also expect the
boys to attend all the Company and Battalion parades in the
year, this usually involves three Company parades (Enrolment
Service, Remembrance Sunday and Palm Sunday) and two
Battalion parades (Founders Day and the End of Session
Event). Church attendance, in which ever form, counts to-
wards the boys service badge at the end of the year.
